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Norway or Switzerland you can get free
or reduced-cost healthcare. Only pub-
licly funded health treatment is included in this
scheme and each country has its own rules for
public medical provision. In some, treatment is
free, in some you pay part of the cost, in others you
have to pay the full cost and then claim a refund. So
keep all your bills, prescriptions and receipts.
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A European health insurance card has now been
introduced to facilitate access to publicly funded
healthcare in the EU and to speed up the re-
imbursement of costs. Over 150 million EU citizens
are already carrying the card. Some countries are
incorporating the European card on the reverse
side of a national card and others are issuing
separate cards. Get your card from your local social
security or sickness insurance office.
